Each participating player has to provide a medical certificate attesting good personal health or the 
national player’s passport. 
 
4. PLAYING SCHEDULE  
The playing schedule depends on the number of participating teams and will be provided shortly 
before the tournament. 
Matches will consist of one portion of 12-15 minutes. A minimum of 5 matches per team is 
guaranteed. Due to the tight schedule, it is essential that all teams and referees will be ready 
before the previous match ends. 
Last edition of UWR CMAS rules will be applied. 
 
5. ENTRY FEE 
The entry fee for each team is 200 €.

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10. EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY

11. PROTEST  
Written protest must be delivered-in to the management of the tournament within 30 min after 
the current game is ended. Protest fee is € 100,00. The protest will be handled by the Tournament 
Committee, composed by 3 members that will be elected at the Team Leaders meeting. 
 
12. VERY IMPORTANT (but sadly necessary…) 
In order to guarantee the safety of everyone and due to events that took place in the past:  
It is absolutely forbidden to bring glass bottles inside the tournament area (this includes the 
park, the swimming pool area, the indoor space and the stand).  
 
Every team is responsible for the conduct of the components of the team itself. If the Organizers 
identify or judge a behaviour as dangerous or disrespectful towards other participants, they may 
take the irrevocable decision to ban a player from the rest of the tournament.
